Break-Safe Models AP3.0, AP3.3, AP4.0 & AP435 are omni-directional, bolt-on breakaway
systems for use with 3.0 in, (76 mm), 3.5 in. (89 mmd>, 4.0 in. <102 mm>, and 45 in. (114
mm) 0.D. steel or aluminum, single (SSC07a> or multiple (SSC07b), gound-mounted round
pipe sign posts. There is no welding requilred, The system uses concrete
foundations and does not require initial or continued bolt torque maintenance. It is
installed flush with the top of the foundation minimizing the possibility of snhagging
of the vehicle undercarriage.

The system activates when hit from any direction at bumper height causing the
franglble couplings and hinges (used only on multi-post signs) to breoak, usually,
without damaging the sign panel or sign posts. This allows for quick and easy

re-deployment of the sign by on-site replacement of the frangible components,.

The system has been evaluated in accordance with NCHRP Report 3350 guidelines and
has met or exceeded all requirements of 2001 AASHTO Standard Specifications for

Structural Supports for Highway Signs, Luminaires and Traffic Signhals., It has also

been approved by FHWA for use on Federal Aid projects.
